	Child absence from school

	Illness at school
	A child with a new cough or fever will be sent home with a parent.  Whilst waiting for the parents, the child will be isolated (as normal) in the lobby.  Surfaces and handles to be wiped with disinfectant after child has left.  Follow Gov.uk guidance. 
Parents advised about family self-isolation for 14 days.  
	
	

	Hand washing
	‘Conga’ handwashing supervised four times per day.  Children reminded to wash hands after visiting the toilet.  Children shown how to wash hands.  
	
	

	Home work
	Google Classroom (GC) to be set up and all parents invited to join.  Staff to meet to decide what to put on GC now for children self-isolating and for the future should the school be required to close.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Parents may need to register a google email address for Google Classroom.
	
	

	Absence- Staff
	Staff to follow UK Government guidance for self-isolating.  Staff self-isolating will not be recorded as sick and member of staff can be asked to work from home.  These staff will be asked to source and develop resources for Google Classroom.  
	
	

	Staff absence cover
	Headteacher to ascertain level of cover required and available each day and liaise with Chair of Governors.  
Parents to be informed via text if school cannot open.
	
	

	Staff meetings
	Staff to liaise via email rather than group meetings.
	
	

	Sporting events
	Since staffing requirements will make going to these events difficult, cluster events will be cancelled until further notice.    
Mr Pearson to organise smaller events in place of Cluster events 
	
	

	Swimming
	New advice is that it is suspended from 18th -20th March and another decision will be made this afternoon.

	Cleaning and cleaning products
	Focus on additional cleaning of toilet, sinks and hard surfaces.  Vacuuming less frequent.  Disinfectant spray, clothes and gloves available in locked staffroom for use by staff throughout the day.  Staff have been briefed on safe use of products around children. 
	
	

	LA visitors, and inspections
	LA visits to be cancelled. Check on Ofsted updates. They are cancelled this week.
	
	

	Parents in school 
	Parents asked not to attend school unless necessary.  Parents will not invited to celebration assemblies until further notice.  
	
	

	Curriculum
	English and maths to be taught in class groups as far as possible.  If absence makes it necessary to have further mixed groups then maths games and activities to be used as appropriate.  Activities on GC to be used.  
Curriculum to be followed for as long as possible.  If absence means many children will miss the planned curriculum, alternatives will be planned

	School partially open or closed
	Headteacher to take advice from Social Care on monitoring safeguarding concerns.  Staff to populate and monitor Google Classroom.
Activities available to all parents through Google Classroom.  
	
	

	Visiting teachers (Music SSSEN) 
	Regular teachers welcome and asked to follow hand washing advice.  
‘One off’ visitors to be cancelled.  
	
	

	Trips
	Advice taken about each trip.  
White Hall to be contacted and advice communicated to parents.
Derby Trip- decision to be made nearer the time but preparations in place to cancel.
No new trips to be booked.
