A New Term

Easter 

Just a reminder that the school will be open over the Easter Holidays (including both bank Holidays) to the pupils who were offered places last week.  We are welcoming pupils and staff from Bakewell Infant School.  Staff who normally work from home and are currently sending tasks via Google Classroom, will not do so over the holidays, although there is an Easter activity pack.   It is traditional to decorate Eggs over Easter.  If you do this with your family, you are welcome to post a photo to Google Classroom for your teachers to see.

Summer Term
Tasks will continue to be set on Google Classroom.  Mr Cusworth will ask your child to change the name they use, from initials to their first name and an initial.  This is so the teachers can more accurately give help and advice.   In maths your child will be given some work from White Rose to complete.  On this website there is a video for each topic that will show the children what they need to know.  They can then complete the activity (please use the exercise book we sent home for this).  The answers are also on the site for you or your children to use.  We will not able to look at this work when we eventually return to normal schooling.   In English, your child will be asked to complete activities usually from Twinkle.  Again please use the exercise book for this.  Our topic for this term is The Egyptians.  We will try to set interesting activities around Writing, history and art that can be completed at home.
For English, maths and topic, we expect each child to try a few activities each day.  No child should spend an excessive time on a computer in the day.  Children should be supervised when they post to Google Classroom.  If we feel your child is not behaving appropriately we will contact you.  If you need more direct help please email info@bakewell-jun.derbyshire.sch.uk or leave a message on the school phone.
