Summer Term 2020
Welcome to our most unusual Summer term.   I hope you were all able to stay safe at home over the holidays.  
Your children’s teachers will be putting work on Google Classroom today.  There will be White Rose maths for each year group.  You do not need Google Classroom for this- just the White Rose Website and go to ‘Home Learning’ and then the year group your child is in. We are starting on ‘Week 1’, not the Summer Term.

On Google Classroom you will also find English activities and some topic work linked to Egyptians.  Your teachers will be able to give guidance on tricky bits and give praise for completed tasks.  Remember to supervise your children when sending messages online   The teachers are looking at the new resource, announced yesterday by the Education Secretary, from Oak National Academy (link below), and may point you to activities from that site.

I understand that home education, especially whilst working from home, is extremely challenging.  There is no expectation that your child gets through all the work that is set on Google Classroom.  Please use it if you can or if you want to.  It would be useful if children could do a small amount of work during the day but they should not spend excessive time in front of a screen (I would say no more than 3 hours during the day) and children should have frequent breaks.  You know your child best and you know what will best fit into this new routine we have been asked to adopt.   The most important thing is that we get through this difficult time with happy, healthy children who will be ready to resume school whenever that may be.
