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Welcome back to the Autumn Term. We have an exciting term ahead in Haddon class. Here is a summary of what the children will be learning about.  

English 
We start our term by studying a unit of work based around the book ‘Star of Fear, Star of Hope.’ The children will study this book which is based in France in WWII. As part of their written work pupils will 
• Identify the audience for and purpose of writing.
• Note and develop initial ideas, drawing on reading and research.
• Enhance meaning through selecting appropriate grammar and vocabulary. 
• Describe settings, characters and atmosphere.
• Propose changes to vocabulary, grammar and punctuation to enhance effects and 
clarify meanings.
• Use consistent and correct tense.
• Proof-read for spelling and punctuation error. 

The final piece of work will be to write a flashback from a character’s point of view. 

Reading
This term we will be studying the book ‘When we were Warriors’ this links in nicely with our English topic which has a WWII theme. We will be activating prior knowledge, developing skills of annotation and learning to read in a readers voice through fluency lessons. We will also be holding a book club each week. 

Maths 
Y5 pupils will be looking at numbers and their place value to 1 000 000. The unit  begins reviewing how to read and write numbers to 100 000, quickly moving onto numbers to 1 000 000.. Pupils then compare numbers to 1 000 000 using their knowledge of place value in addition to bar model supports to assist them. Pupils complete the unit by making number patterns and rounding numbers to the nearest 10, 1000, 10 000 and 100 000. 
Children will then move onto addition and subtraction. The unit starts off with simple addition before moving on to addition where renaming is required. Subtraction is also covered in a similar way where simple subtraction is mastered before moving to subtraction where renaming is required. Once pupils master addition and subtraction, they start to look at problem-solving questions and practice using bar models.

Y6 – Children will begin this unit by reading and writing numbers to 10 000 000 using place-value counters, numerals and words. Pupils are then asked to round and compare numbers to 10 000 000, followed by placing them in order from smallest to greatest. The unit ends with pupils rounding numbers to various values and determining when it is appropriate to round numbers.
Pupils will then move on to the four operations, The unit begins with lessons on creating and solving expressions involving brackets, exponents, multiplication, division, addition and subtraction. Pupils will then start multiplying 3-digit and 4-digit numbers by 2-digit numbers using number bonds and column multiplication as the key methods. After this, they will be estimating the product of multiplication sentences before moving on to division. Pupils are dividing 3-digit and 4-digit numbers by 2-digit numbers using a variety of methods, including number bonds and long division. Pupils then begin solving more complex word problems                    


Science
This term we will be looking a lifecycles of plants, animals and humans. Children will be looking at asexual and sexual reproduction. 

History or Geography 
This term we are looking at Eastern European countries. Children will be identifying countries which make up Eastern Europe and creating a fact file on a chosen country. 

PE 
Please remember that your child should come in PE uniform on Monday and Thursday. They should wear a school t- shirt, hoody or sweatshirt, dark short/leggings, joggers and dark trainers.  

Art/DT
This term we will be looking at feather art. Children will sketch, print and paint feathers. 
 
French
In French we will be looking a describing animals and people. Children will recap adjectives used for describing as well as learning new vocabulary. 

PSHE
This term we will be looking a bullying both online and offline. Children will be learning what actions to take if they see someone being bullied. 

RE 
This term we will be looking a ‘Big Questions’. We will be exploring what different religions think of the soul and what happens to our bodies when we die. We will focus our learning on Hindu beliefs and explore the notion of reincarnation and karma. 

Computing 
This topic will link with our PHSE topic of bullying. We will be exploring how to keep safe online and measures to take if children feel unsafe. 



Forest Schools
The children will be learning outdoor in our new Forest School programme. This will take place on Thursday afternoon. This term we will be focusing on having fun and learning about our environment.  
Homework
We encourage all children to read three times a week with an adult. Even Y6 pupils benefit from talking about texts with you. Please ask you children questions about what they read and try to share some of their Bakewell Brilliant Books with them. In year 5 and 6 there are some great stories that adults in school have enjoyed reading for pleasure!
Children make great progress with times tables if they go on Times table Rockstars at home three times a week.  
Rewards are given for children who do their homework.
